Oracle Access Views

This details what each view is and the type of data it contains.

XX_FND_ACTIVE_RESP

This view shows all responsibilities that are in active use.  It is not materialized since it links to user data.
XX_FND_USER_LIST
This lists all users, including inactive ones.
XX_FND_USER_RESP_LIST

This lists all active usage of the responsibilities by user.

XX_FND_EX_USER_RESP_LIST

This is like the XX_FND_USER_RESP_LIST except that this lists all records where the users, user responsibilities access or responsibilities are end dated.  This is useful if you want to check that removal was done as expected.

XX_FND_APP_RESP_MENU_TREE

This view lists the entire menu tree by active responsibilities and applications.  It is a rather long list due to the number of active responsibilities.  Typically you would select a single responsibility or application to look at.

XX_FND_FAILED_LOGON

This view shows all users who have one or more failed logon attempt since they last successfully logged on.

XX_FND_A_R_ITEMS_TOP

This materialized view shows the top level menu and items for active responsibilities and applications.  This is handy for getting an idea of what the user sees in the initial menu page.  Its name was shortened from xx_fnd_apps_resp_items_top to get around a bug with materialized view refreshing.
XX_FND_APP_RESP_MENU

This materialized view show the top level menu for active responsibility and application.  It is handy to spot different responsibilities using the same menus to cut down audit time.

XX_FND_CONCURRENT_APPL
This lists all the concurrent applications by active responsibility and application.  This can be used to see what sort concurrent actions a responsibility can take.

XX_FND_CONCURRENT_FUNCTIONS

This lists all the concurrent functions by active responsibility and application.  This can be used to see what sort functions a responsibility can take.

XX_FND_CONCURRENT_PROG

This lists all the concurrent programs by active responsibility and application.  This can be used to see what concurrent programs a responsibility can take.

XX_FND_CONCURRENT_SETS

This lists all the concurrent sets by active responsibility and application.  This is handy to see what sort background actions a responsibility can take.  A set is a group of programs.

XX_FND_FLEX_LOOKUPS_X

This lists all values in flexfield value set.  This is mainly used in other views.
XX_FND_RESP_LIST

This list all responsibilities that are not end dated.  It is like xx_fnd_active_resp but drops the cont of users to allow it to work in a materialized view.

XX_FND_FUNC_EXCEPTIONS

This view lists all function exceptions at the application/responsibility level.  Exceptions are items that are blocked from use.  At this level it would mean the application would lose use of this function.

XX_FND_MENU_EXCEPTIONS

This view lists all menu exceptions at the application/responsibility level.  Exceptions are items that are blocked from use.  At this level it would mean the application would lose use of this menu.

XX_FND_PROG_EXCEPTIONS

This view lists all concurrent programs exceptions at the application/responsibility level.  Exceptions are items that are blocked from use.  At this level it would mean the application would lose use of this program.

XX_FND_APPL_EXCEPTIONS

This view lists all application exceptions at the application/responsibility level.  Exceptions are items that are blocked from use.  At this level it would mean the application would have no menu.
There is one table and two programs that go with this set:

XX_FND_MENU_TREES

This table contains the entire menu tree for all applications.  It is denormalized to speed up queries.  Since the data is relatively static this seems a reasonable compromise.
XX_FND_MVIEW_REFRESH

This refreshes the materialized views.

XX_FND_POP_MENU_TREES

The refreshes the xx_fnd_menu_trees table.  Typically this is run after xx_fnd_mview_refresh to get the latest data in the tree.
